The defendant is charged with the crime of encouraging or promoting  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [the performing of an abortion; the inducement of a miscarriage] .  The Commonwealth must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements of that crime:
(1) That the defendant by  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [publication; lecture, advertisement, or 

 MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges by the sale or circulation of any publication, or 

 MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges through the use of a referral agency for profit, or in any other manner]  encouraged or promoted  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [the performing of an abortion; the inducing of a miscarriage] ; and
(2) That the  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [abortion; miscarriage] was to be committed in the Commonwealth of Virginia; and
(3) That the  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [abortion; miscarriage]  was illegal by law in Virginia as set forth in another instruction.

If you find from the evidence that the Commonwealth has proved beyond a reasonable doubt each of the above elements of the offense as charged, then you shall find the defendant guilty and fix his punishment at a fine of a specific amount, but not more than $500.00. 
If you find that the Commonwealth has failed to prove beyond a reasonable doubt any one or more of the elements of the offense, then you shall find the defendant not guilty.
