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Every person who is present at the commission of a misdemeanor, aiding the act by words, gestures, signals or actions, is liable to the same punishment as if he actually committed the offense.  Presence and consent alone are not sufficient.  It must be shown that the defendant intended his words, gestures, signals or actions to in some way aid the person committing the crime to commit it.

Presence includes being at some convenient distance from the actual place of commission of the offense, if the defendant at such distance was in fact aiding the act by words, gestures, signals or actions.
