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An accessory before the fact is one who was not present at the time of the commission of the crime, but who, before the commission of the crime, in some way planned, advised or assisted in the commission of the crime, knowing or having reason to know of the intent of the principal to commit the crime.

An accessory before the fact is liable for the same punishment as the person who actually committed the crime.
