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You may not find from the possession of stolen goods alone that the defendant is guilty of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [burglary; statutory burglary] .  If you believe, however, that the evidence proves that  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [a dwelling house; office; shop; name other dwelling]  has been broken into and goods stolen therefrom, and that the evidence justifies the inference beyond a reasonable doubt that the breaking and entering and theft of the goods were committed at the same time, by the same person or persons, then the possession of recently stolen goods by the defendant, insufficiently explained or falsely denied, is a circumstance from which you may find that the defendant is guilty of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [burglary; statutory burglary] .
