Instruction No. _____
The defendant is charged with the crime of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [possessing; transporting]  a  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [firearm; stun weapon; taser; exposive material]  after having been convicted of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [name of felony; name of violent felony] .  The Commonwealth must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements of that crime:
(1) That the defendant knowingly and intentionally  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [possessed; transported]  a  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [firearm; stun weapon; taser; explosive material] ; and

(2) That the defendant had been previously convicted of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [name of applicable felony; violent felony under 17.1-805]   under the laws of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [this or any other state; the United States or any territory thereof] .    
If you find from the evidence that the Commonwealth has proved beyond a reasonable doubt each of the above elements of offense as charged, then you shall find the defendant guilty of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [possession; transportion]  of a  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [firearm; stun weapon; taser; exposive material]  after having been convicted of a  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [name of applicable felony; violent felony] , but you shall not fix the punishment until your verdict has been returned and further evidence has been heard by you.

If you find that the Commonwealth has failed to prove beyond a reasonable doubt any one or more of the elements of the offense, then you shall find the defendant not guilty.
