Intoxication is involuntary when drunkenness is produced in a person without his willing and knowing use of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [intoxicating liquor; drugs; other substance] .

If you believe that the defendant:
(1) Was unwillingly and unknowingly made drunk by  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [the fraudulent contrivance of others; an accident or mistake;  

 MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges an error of his physician] ; and

(2) The drunkenness so unsettled the defendant’s reason that he did not understand the nature, character and consequences of his act or he was unable to distinguish right from wrong;
then you cannot find the defendant guilty.
