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False representations which are promises or statements of intention referring to future events are not grounds for a conviction, even though such a false representation cause  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [the owner; the person entitled to possession]  to part with his  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [money; property] .  If some of the false representations referred to past events or existing facts and some referred to future events, you may find the defendant guilty if the Commonwealth has also proved beyond a reasonable doubt the other elements of this crime.
