The defendant is charged with unlawful operation of a machine that operates on a coin-in-the-slot principle.  The Commonwealth must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements of that crime:
(1) That the machine was designed only to receive lawful coin of the United States of America; and

(2) That the defendant  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [operated; caused to be operated; attempted to operate; 

 MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges attempted to cause to be operated]  the machine by means of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [a slug; any (false; counterfeit; mutilated; sweated; 

 MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges foreign) coin; (specify other mechanical method, trick or device] ; and

(3) That the defendant was not authorized by the owner, lessee, or licensee of the machine to  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [operate it; caused it to be operated; attempt to cause it to be operated]  in such a manner.

If you find from the evidence that the Commonwealth has proved beyond a reasonable doubt each of the above elements of the offense as charged, then you shall find the defendant guilty and fix his punishment at a fine of a specific amount, but not more than $500.00


If you find that the Commonwealth has failed to prove beyond a reasonable doubt any one or more of the elements of the offense, then you shall find the defendant not guilty.
