The defendant is charged with the crime of involuntary manslaughter.  The Commonwealth must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements of that crime:
(1) That the defendant killed  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [name of person] ; and
(2) That the killing, although unintended, was the direct result of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [negligence; the unlawful performance of a lawful act, accompanied 

 MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges by carelessness; the performance of an unlawful, but not felonious act, 

 MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges accompanied by carelessness]  so gross, wanton and culpable as to show a callous disregard of human life.
(1) [That the defendant owed  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [name of person]  a legal duty; and

(2) That the death of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [name of person]  was the direct result of the defendant’s failure to perform the legal duty owed to  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [name of person] ; and

(3) That the defendant’s failure to perform the duty constituted negligence so gross, wanton and culpable as to show a callous disregard for human life.]
If you find from the evidence that the Commonwealth has proved beyond a reasonable doubt each of the above elements of the offense as charged, then you shall find the defendant guilty, but you shall not fix the punishment until your verdict has been returned and further evidence has been heard by you.

If you find that the Commonwealth has failed to prove beyond a reasonable doubt any one or more of the elements of the offense, then you shall find the defendant not guilty.
