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The lawful discharge of duty in making an arrest requires (1) that the officer making the arrest has the authority to do so and (2) that the conduct of the officer in making the arrest is lawful.  

An officer has the authority to make an arrest   MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [when he has in his possession a warrant for the arrest of the person he is   MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges seeking to arrest; when he has probable cause to believe that the person he is   MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges seeking to arrest has committed, or been charged with, a felony;   MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges when he observes a misdemeanor being committed in his presence by the person he   MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges is seeking to arrest; when there is probable cause based upon a reasonable complaint of a   MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges person who has observed a misdemeanor involving shoplifting, even though   MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges the offense was not committed in the officer's presence; when there is probable cause based 

 MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges upon a reasonable complaint of a person who has observed a 

 MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges misdemeanor involving carrying a weapon on school property or a school bus   MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges  even though the offense was not committed in the officer's presence] .
An officer having the authority to make an arrest must be in uniform or must display his badge to the person he is seeking to arrest.  The officer may use whatever force is reasonably necessary to arrest a person.  He is not required to inform the person of the charges against him until that person has been arrested.
