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The defendant is charged with the crime of larceny by obtaining   MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [property; a gift certificate; money]  by false pretenses.  The Commonwealth must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements of that crime:

(1) That the defendant made a false representation of a past event or an existing fact; and

(2) That when the false representation was made, the defendant had an intent to defraud the  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [owner; person entitled to possession]  by causing him to part with the possession of and title to his  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [property; a gift certificate; money] ; and
(3) That because of the false representation, the  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [owner; person entitled to possession]  parted with the possession of and title to his  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [property; money] ; and
(4) That the  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [property; money]  taken was worth $200.00 or more..

If you find from the evidence that the Commonwealth has proved beyond a reasonable doubt each of the above elements of the offense as charged, then you shall find the defendant guilty of larceny by false pretenses, but you shall not fix the punishment until your verdict has been returned and further evidence has been heard by you.

If you find from the evidence that the Commonwealth has proved beyond a reasonable doubt each of the first three elements of the offense as charged, but has not proved beyond a reasonable doubt that such property was $200.00 or more, and if you find beyond a reasonable doubt that such property was of some value (there need be no proof of a minimum or specific value), then you shall find the defendant gu.ilty of the misdemeanor of larceny by false pretenses, but you shall not fix the punishment until your verdict has been returned and further evidence has been heard by you.
If you find that the Commonwealth has failed to prove beyond a reasonable doubt any one or more of the first three elements of the offense, or failed to prove such property was of some value, then you shall find the defendant not guilty.
