The defendant is charged with participating in  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [soliciting; inviting; recruiting; encouraging; causing; attempting to cause] a person seventeen (17) years of age or younger to  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [actively participate in; become a member of]  a criminal street gang.  The Commonwealth must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements of that crime:

(1) That the defendant was, at the time of the alleged offense, eighteen (18) years of age or older; and

(2) That the defendant  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [solicited; invited; recruited; encouraged; caused; attempted to cause]  a person seventeen (17) years of age or younger to  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [actively participate in; become a member of]  a criminal street gang.
If you find from the evidence that the Commonwealth has proved beyond a reasonable doubt each of the above elements of the offense as charged, then you shall find the defendant guilty, but you shall not fix the punishment until your verdict has been returned and further evidence has been heard by you.

If you find from the evidence that the Commonwealth has failed to prove beyond a reasonable doubt any one or more of the elements of the offense as charged, then you shall find the defendant not guilty.
