The defendant is charged with the crime of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [animate; inanimate]  object sexual penetration by force against his spouse.  The Commonwealth must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements of that crime:

(1) That the defendant penetrated the  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [outer lips of the female sexual organ; anus]  of  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [name of spouse]  with any object; and
(2) That it was against her will; and

(3) That it was by threat, force or intimidation of or against  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [name of spouse; name of other person] ; and
(4) That at the time of the offense  MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges [the spouses were living separate and apart; the defendant caused 

 MACROBUTTON  AcceptAllChanges bodily injury to (name of spouse) by the use of force or violence] .

If you find from the evidence that the Commonwealth has proved beyond a reasonable doubt each of the above elements of the offense as charged, then you shall find the defendant guilty but you shall not fix the punishment until your verdict has been returned and further evidence has been heard by you.
If you find from the evidence that the Commonwealth has failed to prove beyond a reasonable doubt any one or more of the elements of the offense, then you shall find the defendant not guilty.
