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If you find from the evidence that the defendant believed that he had a good faith claim of right to enter onto the property, even though his belief was mistaken, you shall find the defendant not guilty of trespass.  A good faith claim of right is a sincere, although perhaps mistaken, good faith belief that one has a legal right to be on the property.  The claim need not be of title or ownership of the property, but it must rise to the level of authorization.
